Objections to Noah’s Preaching

Text—2 Peter 2: 5

Intro.  Preacher of Righteousness

A. Preached—

1. How to be righteous

2. God’s Plan, Design for making men righteous

a. Rom. 10: 1-3

3. God’s Commandments, way of righteousness

a. Deut. 6: 25, “And it shall be righteousness unto us, if we observe to do all this commandment before Jehovah our God, as he hath commanded us.”
b. Ps. 119: 172, “Let my tongue sing of thy word; For all thy commandments are righteousness.”
c. Isa. 48: 18, “Oh that thou hadst hearkened to my commandments! then had thy peace been as a river, and thy righteousness as the waves of the sea:”
d.  Noah…

i. Gen. 6: 22, “Thus did Noah; according to all that God commanded him, so did he.”

ii.  7: 1, “And Jehovah said unto Noah, Come thou and all thy house into the ark; for thee have I seen righteous before me in this generation.”

e. 1 Jn. 3: 7, “…he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous:”

f. Then and Now, People object to such preaching

I. “World-wide Flood Impossible”

A. Ark “Not seen” before—Heb. 11: 7

B. Abraham and Sarah—

1. Looking for a city—“not seen” before—Heb. 11: 10, 13-16 

2. Child at their age—“not seen” Rom. 4: 17-21 (19-20)

3. Paul—2 Cor. 4: 16-18 (vs. 18)

C. Today—Resurrection, Judgment “not seen” but…

a. Scoffers—2 Pet. 3: 3-7

b. Response

i. As Noah…Matt. 24: 36-39,

“But of that day and hour knoweth no one, not even the angels of heaven, neither the Son, but the Father only.  And as `were' the days of Noah, so shall be the coming of the Son of man.  For as in those days which were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noah entered into the ark, and they knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall be the coming of the Son of man.”

ii. 1 Thess. 5: 1-3, 

“But concerning the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no need that aught be written unto you.  For yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night.  When they are saying, Peace and safety, then sudden destruction cometh upon them, as travail upon a woman with child; and they shall in no wise escape.”

iii. Jn. 5: 28-29,

“Marvel not at this: for the hour cometh, in which all that are in the tombs shall hear his voice, and shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of judgment.”

II. “Ark is Unnecessary, God can save without it”

“Trust in God, not in the Ark” (Boat Salvation)

A. Examples

1. Blood of a lamb—Ex. 12:  7-8, 12-14,

“And they shall take of the blood, and put it on the two side-posts and on the lintel, upon the houses wherein they shall eat it. And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast with fire, and unleavened bread; with bitter herbs they shall eat it.”

12-14, “For I will go through the land of Egypt in that night, and will smite all the first-born in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgments: I am Jehovah.  And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and there shall no plague be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt.  And this day shall be unto you for a memorial, and ye shall keep it a feast to Jehovah: throughout your generations ye shall keep it a feast by an ordinance for ever.”

a. “Passover” unnecessary?

b. Without it, be lost.

c. Put blood on roof, so God can see it—Man’s wisdom

d. Today in God’s spiritual house with the blood on it.  Acts 20: 28b, 

“…to feed the church of the Lord which he purchased with his own blood.”

2. Brass Serpent—Num. 21: 5-9

a. Murmured against God (vs. 5)

b. Sent fiery serpents (vs. 6)

c. People admit sin (vs. 7)

d. Brass Serpent (vs. 8-9) 

“And Jehovah said unto Moses, Make thee a fiery serpent, and set it upon a standard: and it shall come to pass, that every one that is bitten, when he seeth it, shall live.  And Moses made a serpent of brass, and set it upon the standard: and it came to pass, that if a serpent had bitten any man, when he looked unto the serpent of brass, he lived.”

e. Complaint of people

i. Long distance, too far

ii. Trust in God to save

f. His Will to look at it.  Without it, dead

3. Jordan River—2 Kings 5: 1-15

a. Naaman: similar to MacArthur, Gen. Patton, etc.

i. Went to Elisha’s tent (vs. 9)

ii. Servant sent him to river, not prophet! (vs. 10)

iii. Objected, thought absurd!! (11-12) better rivers.

iv. Naaman’s servants (vs. 13)

v. Did as was told (vs. 14-15)

b. Saved without?  Sure, technically

i. God’s will—dip in river Jordan

ii. Without lost.

B. “Ark Unnecessary” confuses:

1. What God “could” do vs. What His Will is!

2. “Ground” or Basis of Salvation vs. “Terms” or Conditions of salvation.

a. Basis, Grounds —God’s Love, God’s Grace, Christ’ Death.

i. —Death, blood Jn. 6: 51, “…and the bread which I will give is my flesh, for the life of the world.”
1. Rom. 4: 25, “who was delivered up for our trespasses, and was raised for our justification.”
2. Rom. 5: 9, “…being now justified by his blood, shall we be saved from the wrath `of God' through him.”

3. Gal. 1: 4 “Gave himself for our sins”
a. Bin 

b. Laden

c. Hitler

d. Saddam Hussein

ii. 1 Jn. 2: 1-2, 

“…And if any man sin, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: and he is the propitiation for our sins; and not for ours only, but also for the whole world.”

b. Terms, Conditions—Faith, obedience

i. Jn. 8: 24, 51

“I said therefore unto you, that ye shall die in your sins: for except ye believe that I am `he', ye shall die in your sins…51. Verily, verily, I say unto you, If a man keep my word, he shall never see death.

ii. Rom. 5: 1; 

“Being therefore justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ”

1. Rom. 6: 15-18, 

“What then? shall we sin, because we are not under law, but under grace? God forbid.  Know ye not, that to whom ye present yourselves `as' servants unto obedience, his servants ye are whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?  But thanks be to God, that, whereas ye were servants of sin, ye became obedient from the heart to that form of teaching whereunto ye were delivered; and being made free from sin, ye became servants of righteousness.”

iii. Gal. 3: 36, 27 “baptized into Christ”
iv. 1 Jn. 2: 29 “doeth righteous”
III. “One Boat is a good as another” 

(My friend has a boat, use that)

A. River—2 Kings 5: 10 (Naaman)

1. Other rivers better—vs. 12

B. Pool—Jn. 9: 7  (Pool of Siloam)

1. Basin in my house

C. City—Acts 22: 10 (Damascus)

1. Jerusalem, nearest town?

Are these things as good as what was told to be done?

Argument today—“One church is as good as another”

ONE…

i. Lord—Eph. 4: 5, “One lord, one faith, one baptism.”

ii. God—1 Cor. 8: 5-6, 

“For though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or on earth; as there are gods many, and lords many; yet to us there is one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we unto him; and one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom are all things, and we through him.”

iii. Cross—1 Cor. 1: 18, “For the word of the cross is to them that perish foolishness; but unto us who are saved it is the power of God.”

a. MLK died and shed blood for a cause

b. Lincoln died and shed blood for a cause

iv. Blood—Heb. 9: 12 (Animals)

“nor yet through the blood of goats and calves, but through his own blood, entered in once for all into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption.”

v. Savior—Acts 4: 12 (Joseph Smith, Mohammed)

“And in none other is there salvation: for neither is there any other name under heaven, that is given among men, wherein we must be saved.”

vi. Gospel—Rom. 1: 16 (Mormon—another testament)

“For I am not ashamed of the gospel: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.”

IS AS GOOD AS ANOTHER!

IV. “You condemn others—must be in right boat; all others lost.  You judge others!

A. Preach Christ—Jn. 8: 24

“I said therefore unto you, that ye shall die in your sins: for except ye believe that I am `he', ye shall die in your sins.”

1. 14: 6,

“Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, and the truth, and the life: no one cometh unto the Father, but by me.”

2.  Acts 4: 12,

“And in none other is there salvation: for neither is there any other name under heaven, that is given among men, wherein we must be saved.”

a. Condemn Jews

b. Condemn Muslims

STATEMENT:   I WOULD RATHER…


I would rather have thousands say to me on Judgment Day, “We heard you preach and you hurt our feelings”, than to have even one lost soul say, “I have heard you preach but, you did not tell me the WHOLE truth!”

B. Jesus condemned “many”

1. Matt. 7: 13-14

a. Two paths, one to heaven and one to hell

b. Jesus said only few to heaven, many to hell

c. He condemned them.

2. Matt. 7: 21-23,

a. People did many wonders and things in Jesus name

b. Still condemned because did not do will of the Father first.

3. What about preachers today?  Do they condemn people?

C. Yes—Noah “condemned the world” Heb. 11: 7

1. Truth condemns error.  Examples:

a. School teaches—Water freezes @ 33 degrees

i. You condemn me of 1 degree?

ii. “Isn’t one degree as good as another”?

iii. Judging me for being wrong?

b. Celebrate Independence Day—July 3, 1776

i. Just one day off

ii. Isn’t one day…?

D. Don’t accept everything at face value

1. 1 Jn. 4: 1—Test every spirit

2. Rev. 2: 2—Commend church @ Ephesus for trying spirits

3. 1 Thess. 5: 21—Test all things hold what is true

V. “We don’t like your plan—we’ll join ark if you change pattern.”

Add a “game room”, gym, more doors, windows, separate boats for snakes and skunks.

A. Change the pattern, changes nature of institution.

1. Examples:

a. Baseball diamond vs. Tennis court.

i. Add a net across the pitcher’s mound.

b. Shuffleboard vs. Hopscotch.  Design different.

c. Red Cross—Free burgers.  McDonalds sells burgers.

2. Change King. 1 Sam. 8: 5-6, 19-20

3. Change church—change N.T.

4. Change in religion?  Have people read 1 Kings 12: 25-13:6 in own time.

B. If introduce change:

1. Skunk boat, Snake boat, Spider boat, and Elephant boat.

2. Add instrumental music to service—Eph. 5: 19

3. Priest—Hierarchy (Elders in every church) Acts 14: 23

4. Recreation—not social club (eating and drinking) 

a. Rom. 14: 17

b. Paul stated, 1 Cor. 11: 22, 34

Add one change, will want to add more

C. If we alter the ark to include other boats then…

So, should we change:

· Belief and Baptism for Salvation~ Mk. 16:16

· First Day~ Acts 20: 7

· First Day~ 1 Cor. 16: 2

· Sing/heart~ Eph. 5: 19

· Elders/ every church~ Acts 14: 23

· One Man, One Woman, one exception~ Mt. 5: 32; 19: 9
